SUBJECT DESCRIPTION

The course mainly proposes the development of visual perception through the techniques previously acquired and
their subsequent development. It also involves more intensive work on aspects of drawing associated with the Fine
Arts, and on spatial, anatomical and ergonomic themes. All this work will be linked to the performance of specific
degree projects.

SKILLS
