SUBJECT DESCRIPTION

Pretendemos aproximar al alumno la historia y la cultura de Occidente, abarcando el territorio europeo y
americano desde el proceso de hominizacion hasta la actualidad. Para ello, se realizara un acercamiento a la
evolucion cultural, religioso-espiritual, tecnoldgica, politica, filosofica, cientifica, juridica, econdmica y artistica
dada en cada uno de los periodos historicos, teniendo en cuenta la dialéctica entre permanencia (continuidad) y
cambio (discontinuidad).

Se analizara la vida, influencia y repercusion de personajes historicos que trascendieron en su tiempo y en los
siglos posteriores, siendo precursores de avances, cambios y/o revoluciones.
La Universidad Francisco de Vitoria tiene por objetivo formar personas capaces de mejorar el mundo ofreciendo
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respuestas creativas a sus necesidades. Por este motivo, sus alumnos precisan de unos conocimientos globales
basicos que les permitan reflexionar acerca del pasado y mirar de manera critco-constructiva al futuro.

Para lograrlo, el alumno aprendera a analizar a la sociedad y al hombre e interpretar qué sentido tienen en el
actual contexto histérico y como desarrollar plenamente su vocacion. Junto a la formacién profesional mas
especifica, conviene articular Moédulos para capacitar al alumno en la distincion entre hechos y acontecimientos
histéricos y la relacién de éstos con las mentalidades, asi como comprender el pensamiento politico
contemporaneo y el entramado de las relaciones internacionales. Por otra parte, la asignatura servird para
capacitar al alumno ante los retos que plantea la globalizacién proporcionando una reflexién global sobre qué y
quién es el hombre, qué es la cultura, qué aportaciones originales proporciona nuestra cultura occidental al actual
mundo globalizado, cudl es el contexto social donde desarrollara su vocacién sus problemas, sus retos, etc.- y
gué virtudes, habilidades y competencias debera adquirir para desarrollar su identidad. Esta asignatura
proporciona perspectivas que acompafian al alumno en su formacion, ante las cuales tiene que situarse o
definirse, y que posteriormente puede utilizar. Siendo por lo tanto una asignatura que se relaciona con todas las
demas de la carrera, y no sélo con las disciplinas procedentes de las humanidades.
